“Summer had arrived again, and 17 years had passed since my first
trip to Arklay Mansion. Whenever | arrived, | always remembered the
smell of the winds on that first day. None of the buildings had
changed since then. | could see that Birkin had already arrived and
was standing on the heliport. | hadn’t seen him since | had left Arklay
Laboratory four years before.

In spite of the winds caused by the helicopter, Birkin never took his
eyes off his research papers. Although he visited Arklay repeatedly, he
was no longer a researcher there. Sometime before he had transferred
to a huge underground laboratory in Raccoon City, which was the
base for the G-Virus project under his direction. To be honest, | never
would have thought Spencer would approve the G-Virus project,
because it was founded on an estimated guess and deviated from his
original conception of a biological weapon.

The main difference between the G-Virus and the T-Virus was that any
organism infected by the G-Virus continued to mutate on its own.
Because a virus is an unprotected form of a gene, it can mutate
easily. The mutation can happen when a virus is left on its own, but
once a virus is in another organism, something different occurs. A
gene in an organism’s body hardly mutates even though a virus
modifies its structure, unless there are external influences like radiation
exposure. However, an organism infected with the G-Virus kept
mutating itself without any external influence until it died.

Similar characteristics existed in the T-Virus. When we placed the Bio-
Organic Weapon under certain circumstances, we recorded some
genetic recombination caused by an activated virus in the boady.
However, in the case of the T-Virus, it always needed some external
influence to trigger the recombination, and the results were always
close to what we predicted,

Organisms infected with the G-Virus totally lacked such predictability.
No one could foresee what sort of recombination would take place,
and nothing could stop the mutation, making our manipulation
worthless. Seven years before, Birkin found signs of this effect in the
female specimen. On the surface, she had not changed at all. But
internally, she changed continuously and remained alive by merging
and coexisting with all the experimental viruses she had been
administered. And 21 years of internal mutation had evolved here
enough to accept the parasitic organism Nemesis.

The G-Virus project was trying to push this abnormality to the limit.
But the result of this project could mean either the evolution of the
ultimate organism or total destruction.



Could we call this a weapon? What made Spencer approve this
project?

Even though | had been in the Information Bureau for four years by
this time, | still could not understand his motives. And by now,
Spencer did not even come to Arklay anymore. It was as if he foresaw
that something was about to happen there.

The memory of Spencer’s face was fading from my mind like a mirage
in the desert. Still, an opportunity would present itself sometime...if |
could survive until then...

The lift carried Birkin and myself to the highest security level, to the
place where we saw her for the first time. The new chief researcher
and Birkin's successor, John, was waiting for us there. He had been
transferred from the Chicago Laboratory and was known as an
excellent scientist. But he seemed to be too normal to work for this
laboratory. He doubted the cruel methods of the research and
requested that his superiors correct the situation. This caused a big
stir, even in the Information Bureau. It was everyone’s opinion that if
information was being leaked, this man was the source.

We ignored John and started to give her the final treatment, to kill
her. She had regained a little intelligence after absorbing the Nemesis,
but this just made her behave strangely. This odd behaviour continued
fo escalate. By this point, she had taken to peeling off other women’s
faces and wearing them over her own. The records indicated she had
behaved in a similar manner when first administered the Progenitor
Virus.

The research staff stationed at Arklay Labs are sent a
proposal to improve the base Tyrant system. Sudden
cellular mutations are still a major problem for this
weapons line. The European 6% Lab has had some success in
using organic parasites to achieve more control. However,
Arklay labs believe they can achieve a more consistent
result by using electronic chip connections to brain
cells.

The proposal then is the TALOS; Tyrant Armoured Lethal
Organic System. This bio weapon will use a standard
tyrant as a base, while adding remote computer control
capabilities via a chip implanted in the brain. Its
cardiovascular system is artificially improved to give it
mobility unthinkable In a natural organism. It is planned
that the body will be armoured in a special metallic
alloy that will not only help i1t defend i1tself from
missiles and other projectile fire, but 1t will also
restrain runaway T-Virus mutation. Researchers will also
plan to equip the finished product with weaponry to allow



it to respond to distant targets. The name comes from a
bronze grant from Greek mythology. A very early prototype
will be developed at Arklay over the course of the year
but due to unforeseen circumstances development will be
shifted to Umbrella’s base in southern Russia.

“Arklay B.O.W Research Team;

The success of the T-002 Tyrant experiment has shown us that
progress towards a marketable humanoid B.O.W is moving along nicely.
However, we must strive to continue the research and development of
cutting-edge products to satisfy the varying needs of our clients.

The plan our team proposes is as follows:

1. Tuning Control Synapse Connector

The current risk with deployment of T-Virus based weaponry is the
lack of control.

Sudden cellular mutations can result in the halting of factuality,
impairment of judgment, and the various other conditions reported in
the past. In order to enable the safe transport and deployment of this
weaponry, a more stable solution is essential,

Our 6" Research Lab in Europe has discovered one method of control
by using organic parasites.

We would like to pursue a more consistent result by using chip
connections to brain cells. We are in the final stages of testing and
feel confident in the likelihood of product realisation.

2. Enhancement of Combat Functionality for Land-Based Weaponry

The Tyrant boasts a combat prowess and survivability that far
surpasses that of even the best-trained combat troops. However, it is
still only theoretically capable of successfully deterring roughly one
military division.

When facing AFVs or military grade helicopters, its kill ratio begins to
falter.

By arming the Tyrant with specialized combat firepower and armour, it
will become more fit for the variety of situations it is likely to face in
the field.

In the past, the ideal has been to leave the Tyrant unhindered by
additional equipment so that it can maximise its two Sstrong points-
motor performance and response reflexes.



However, the use of enhanced armour module, internal reinforcement
implants, long distance homing weaponry, etc. could preserve the
natural abilities of the Tyrant while maximising its options in field
manoeuvres.

Henry Sarton and the surviving members of his research
staff continue to observe and report on the behaviour of
Plant 42 in the Guardhouse.

“We've also found that Plant 42 has two main ways to acquire its
necessary nutrients. One source is through its root. Somehow, it has
rooted itself down into the basement.

As already noted, the specimen i1s intelligent enough to
develop defences against intruders. Once the victims are
in range, it whips out at them with thorny appendages, or
seizes them around the neck and strangles them with its
incredible strength. Additionally, the T-Virus has
enabled 1t to excrete acidic sap from its petals and
tentacles, which 1t uses to defend i1tself.

However, despite its dramatic evolution, Plant 42 is
still just a plant at i1ts core, and is extremely
susceptible to fire. Also, the researchers have come up
with an analysis indicating that the UMB chemical V-Jolt
weakens the creature’s plant based cellular structure.

“The similarities in the cellular characteristics of the rapidly growing
plant infected by the Tyrant-Virus have been reported in previous
papers. However, while repeating these experiments, an interesting new
fact became clear.

We learned that a chemical in the UMB family, UMB No.20, contains a
compound that is toxic to the cells of the plant.

In the main mansion i1tself, almost half the research
staff has succumbed to the effects of the T-Virus, their
skin has decayed and their intelligence has severely
deteriorated. Blood congeals all over their skin and all
functions outside of the autonomic nervous system have
completely shut down, resulting in an inability to feel
pain.

Their high vitality stems from an incredible metabolism
and also causes the itching sensation symptom. It also
brings about extreme hunger, driving them to wander the
halls in search of human flesh and attacking the
survivors. Those not yet fully transformed will just
stand and stare into space, capable of just basic motor
functions.

In the courtyard, garden and exterior mansion grounds,
small venomous snakes have become infected, causing them
to multiply uncontrollably.

At the mansion, due to the lack of personnel, many of the
B.O.W test subjects have escaped their confines and are
freely roaming round the estate.

An experimental snake has grown to a gigantic size and
set up i1ts home in the rafters of the mansion attic,
occasionally venturing out through a hole in the roof to
look for food. It appears to be yawning as it swallows
its prey, leading to the researches naming it “The Yawn’.

On another island owned and operated by Umbrella Corp,
named Sheena Island, a research team led by a newly
transferred man by the name of Vincent Goldman, has
finally come up with a breakthrough in the Tyrant
programme.

“To establish a system of mass-producing Tyrants, it is absolutely
necessary that during the process of gene cultivation, a large amount
of pure Beta Hetero Nonserotonin must be injected. This material is
one of the human brain’s elements. It has been revealed that the
material is mainly produced by the pituitary of people at the latter



period of developing their secondary sex characteristics. Also, medical
data shows that this cerebral material is produced in response to the
excessive secretion of noradrenalin that is produced from the locus
ceruleus in the brain stem.

However, these reports are disturbing and Umbrella
decides to launch a formal investigation into the matter,
even conducting a study into the possible re-opening of
the facilities. William Birkin and Albert Wesker are
placed In charge of the project.

Umbrella does own a private track running through
the forest that ferries employees to and from Raccoon
City. Using the Ecliptic Express now seems like the only
option.

Problems are increasing at the Dead Factory. The Manager
records how Birkin’s labs are sending in too many bodies
for them to process and handle. The liquid medicine used
to vaporise the bodies is not good enough.

The Manager has already reported the problems at the
factory to HQ, but they do not seem to care as it seems
they have bigger matters to attend to at the moment.
Despite evidence that trace T-Virus is leaking out, all
HQ have responded with is a weak vaccine containing
antibodies to neutralise the virus should anyone become
contaminated. All the workers at the factory have been
inoculated but the Manager fears that may not be enough.

Because of the impending Training Facility investigation,
the workers tasked for the project have had to
temporarily suspend research on a new B.O.W. they have
been working on. The “Stinger” or B.O.W. Type Y139 is
created by administering the T-Virus to a scorpion. It
reaches lengths of up to three metres, including its
pincers. Additionally, the virus has caused the
creature’s exoskeleton to harden. Its pincers in
particular are tough enough to cut through steel. The
increased thickness and strength of the creature’s
exoskeleton enables it to absorb damage from firearms.
However, this is the extent of the virus’ effects on the
creature, and thus so far i1t cannot be declared a viable
B.O.W.

Type Y-139 has a tough, armoured body but its head is
surprisingly vulnerable. This iIs its primary weakness,
and during actual combat it resorts to covering its head
with 1ts claws. Furthermore, as a B.O.W., 1t should
secrete poison from its stinger, but it lacks that
ability. 1t only behaves like a scorpion when attacking
with 1ts large pincers. Its other attack patterns are
slow and clumsy, consisting of charging the target and
stabbing with its tail. The Stinger falls short of what
was required from a mutated scorpion. However, the
researchers hope that there may be some research left at
the Training Facility that may assist them in their work
to overcome Type —-Y139’s problems. With this in mind, the
test subject will be sealed up and transported to the
Training Facility with the First Investigation Team.

“Unfortunately, the test production of B.O.W. {Type-Y139} had to be
suspended because of this investigation. It's the same with Type-Y139.

That evening, many important Umbrella executives from
around the world including Colonel Sergeir Vladimir and
Ozwell E. Spencer himself gather via satellite link to
hold an emergency meeting to deal with the situation at
the Arklay Labs.

Nothing has been heard from them for nearly three weeks
now and i1t iIs safe to assume that all the workers
stationed there are dead. The security team has been
wiped out and the mansion is exposed.

With some reluctance, the only conclusion everyone can
come to is the complete destruction of the whole
facility, including all the research and test B.O.W.S.
stored there.



Before they do this however, they will order Albert
Wesker to lure the S.T.A.R.S. teams into the mansion to
engage with the B.O.W. running loose so that accurate
combat data can be recorded for each subject, therefore
providing an accurate assessment on how effective they
are as potential weapons.

However, due to the very recent successes on Sheena
Island with the Tyrant Plant, the T-002 Tyrant is no
longer a useful weapon. The new, superior T-103 means the
Tyrant at Arklay Labs carries no value and so orders are
made for i1t to be disposed of, however, samples of all
the other B.O.W.s are still required.

It is also around this time that Spencer contacts William
Birkin and arranges for a special “experimental” virus to
be delivered to him. The contents of the virus are
confidential but Birkin is given specific instructions to
make sure Wesker i1s given the virus before he leaves for
the “X-Day” operation.

What Birkin doesn’t know, is that Spencer has made
arrangements for this virus to have been prepared and
delivered to close guardians of a select few of other
individuals all named Wesker across the globe. This is
all part of the ultra secretive “Project W’ and was the
second phase of the plan.

“All the Wesker Children would be administered an experimental virus.
This virus was administered to screen out the more gifted of the
Wesker children.

Some took the virus on the recommendation of a friend; others were
given the virus as part of their medical treatment; still others had it
forcibly administered to them.

Whilst flying over the forest, the Bravo helicopter
suffers unexpected engine failure and pilots Edward Dewey
and Kevin Dooly are forced to make an emergency landing.
The helicopter is a wreck but all the team survive the
crash unharmed. Enrico orders them out to secure the area
whilst Kevin remains inside to try and repair some of the
damage.

Whilst scouting around the woods they find a wrecked MP
escort vehicle and the bodies of two military police
officers. As Enrico peers down for a closer look, there
is slime running down the side of the vehicle. Rookie
Rebecca finds a file on convict Billy Coen, who was on
his way to be executed. Edward concludes he must have
murdered the men and escaped. Enrico orders the team to
split up and look for him.

As they head off into different directions in the thick
forest, Rebecca finds the Ecliptic Express, standing
stationary on the railway tracks. She goes to investigate
alone as a heavy rain begins to fall.

The train is eerily quiet and the only sound is that of
the rain pattering against the windows and roof. There
are bodies everywhere, none of them are moving. She calls
out for survivors but 1t is to no avail. There 1s a dead
leech on the floor and she pokes it around with a gun,
not noticing that a corpse has risen up behind her.

The silence i1s broken by a radio belonging to one of the
passengers. A news report is being broadcast and as she
reaches down to switch it off; a zombie rises up from the
chair next to her. Whirling round, she comes face to face
with the stench of death. She tries to retreat but there
are two more behind her. Aiming her gun, she has no
choice but to shoot. It takes multiple shots to bring
them all down and Rebecca is left shaking, were they not
already dead?

Moving on up the train she investigates a couple of
passenger compartments and learns that the train belongs
to Umbrella Inc, and that the passengers onboard were
part of an investigation team en route to the Umbrella
Training Facility located deeper in the forest. But
whatever has happened to them, there doesn’t seem to be
anyone left alive.



Near the front of the train she finds the body of the
conductor, his throat has been torn out. As she is
checking the body, the convict, Billy Coen, sneaks up
behind her. He has an icy demeanour and is not happy to
see her, especially when he learns she is a STARS member.
He moves off and mocks her when she threatens to arrest
him.

After he has gone, Rebecca jumps in shock as one of the
windows suddenly caves in and a bloodied figure comes
crashing through. It is Edward Dewey, and he has been
badly wounded. He tries to compose himself but 1t seems
to be too late for him. He manages to tell her she needs
to be careful and that the forest is full of zombies and
monsters, then he dies In her arms. Not having any other
choice, Rebecca leaves his body and moves on back up the
train.

In the next carriage, there is no sign of Billy and
Enrico calls her on the radio. The signal is bad and he
asks where she i1s, i1t appears the rest of the team are
still outside in the storm. He warns her that they have
found papers In the wrecked MP truck that say Billy Coen
killed as many as 23 people. He warns her to stay alert
and that Coen wouldn’t think twice about killing her.
Then she loses the signal before she can give him her
location.

As Rebecca checks out the dining car, Billy sneaks up on
her and suggests they team up to escape as there are some
pretty freaked out things on the train. Rebecca scoffs at
the i1dea and moves on alone, heading up the stairs and
onto the second floor of the train.

At the top of the stairs all i1s quiet, Rebecca thinks she
has found a survivor, an old man sat alone at a table,
however, this turns out not to be the case as his head
falls off right in front of her. The body then dissolves
into hundreds of leeches and advance towards her in a bid
to consume her. 1t is only thanks to Billy who races up
the stairs to check on her do the leeches make a hasty
retreat.

As lighting flashes and thunder rages in the rainstorm
outside, Billy and Rebecca spot a mysterious figure
dressed In white robes stood on a hill. He i1s singing and
the leeches seem to be under his command.

Before they can act however, the train suddenly starts up
and moves down the track, leaving Rebecca stuck with
Billy and stranded from the rest of Bravo Team. In a bid
to find out who is driving the train, they make for the
driver’s compartment.

At the front of the Ecliptic Express, two Umbrella
Special Forces members codenamed Delta Team are in charge
of the train. One radios through to base, where William
Birkin and Albert Wesker are monitoring their progress.



They report they have gained control of the train and
Birkin cannot understand how the T-Virus was leaked,
contaminating both the mansion and a train that is almost
three miles away. Wesker says i1t is irrelevant and that
they must make sure no knowledge of this gets out. He
orders Delta Team to destroy the train but the soldiers
are killed by the leeches before they can respond.
Meanwhile, Rebecca and Billy fight their way back through
the train, including fighting a huge mutated scorpion and
find themselves in the driver’s cabin, it Is now empty.

As they recover from their ordeal and get their bearings,
Richard Aiken calls Rebecca on the radio asking where she
i1S. Rebecca replies she isn’t exactly sure, but she can
see an entrance to a building up ahead. Richard tells her
he 1s on his way through the forest to the Spencer
Mansion and she can meet up with him there.

As more zombies close In on them, they retreat into the
sewer and emerge into the Training Facility.

The place is an old relic and looks as though no one has
been here for a long time, yet all the lanterns have been
lit up. A large portrait of the first facility Director,
James Marcus, looms from the top of the staircase. As
they approach, Marcus” recorded voice rings out around
them, “Attention, this is Dr Marcus. Please be silent
whilst we reflect upon our company motto. Obedience
breeds discipline, discipline breeds unity, unity breeds
power, power is life.”

Back in Raccoon City, As Wesker and Birkin continue to
monitor their progress an unknown man hacks into their
signal claiming to be none other than James Marcus, who
had been murdered 10 years ago. He reveals that the
biohazard in the Spencer Lab was no accident, it was him.
He also confesses to contaminating the Ecliptic Express.
He burns with revenge on Umbrella. Wesker and Birkin are
speechless.



REO - GAMEPLAY

Rebecca and Billy begin to search through the training
complex; it 1s Tilled with the wandering corpses of
Umbrella’s investigation teams. As they penetrate the
ancient rooms, they discover evidence of the conspiracy
surrounding Dr Marcus and the origins of the T-Virus,
apparently it was created using leech DNA which may
explain why the leeches seem to be everywhere.

Now well into the middle of the night, Birkin is becoming
agitated as he watches Billy and Rebecca on the monitors.
He can’t deny the evidence any longer, now that the
resurrected Marcus has caused all this damage, the T-
Virus will inevitably leak into Raccoon Forest and could
be the start of a full-scale biohazard. Wesker says this
could mark the beginning of the end for Umbrella. Birkin
is furious and asks Wesker i1f he can really just walk
away from this, after all, their research isn’t complete.
Apparently though, he can.

Rebecca and Billy are becoming quite a team to help each
other to survive, so much so that when Enrico calls for a
mission update, Rebecca lies and says she has not yet
found Billy.

At the Raccoon City lab, Wesker and Birkin are pondering
over the mystery man’s claims. If it 1Is somehow true and
Marcus is still alive, then Sir Spencer’s career will be
over, not to mention their too. Wesker decides it is time
to leave Umbrella for good. The T-Virus project is
completed and all they now need is live combat data.
Birkin is disgusted, refusing to comply until his G-virus
project i1s completed. Wesker shrugs, he will follow his
initial plan and lure the STARS members into the mansion,
their superior combat training making them perfect test
subjects. Birkin decides in the meantime he will get rid
of Marcus by finding and setting off the training
facility’s destruct system, that should also get rid of
any active T-Virus iIn the area and prevent further
infection.
